· Boys and Literacy: exploring the issue, by Trisha Maynard (RoutledgeFalmer, £16.99). Language and Literacy in Action series. Case study of primary staff wanting to improve and extend boys’ attitudes to literacy. Perceptive study giving significant insight.

· Boys and Books, by James Moloney (ABC Books, £????). New edition of a useful Australian title which discusses why boys aren’t reading and advises on how to attract them to books. Finishes with brief booklists for various age groups. The author was a teacher and teacher-librarian before becoming a full-time writer.
